Environment protection in SSN College campus

SSN College campus is equipped with a rooftop, on grid solar power plant with a capacity of
50 KV. The solar power plant was installed in November 2020. After installation of solar power
plant, the expenditure on electricity bill is reduced by one fourth. Signboards are placed at
various places in campus to save electricity. All the Classrooms, labs, Library, administrative
block, staffroom, and corridors are lit with LED bulbs and tube lights to save electricity.
Photovoltaic Solar lights/ sensor-based lights are fixed on the open pathways and roads in the
premises. Rooms and corridors have abundant natural light and are properly ventilated.

Total area of college is 37667 m?, build up area 7783 m? and total green area is 12399 m?, So
the total arca covered by the college campus is approximate 10 acres and the buildup area is
only one 20% of total arca. The rest of the area has lawns and a playground. The open area
helps in recharging the groundwater. There is a tank made in the lawn for rainwater
harvesting which further recharges the ground water. Both groundwater and Delhi Jal Board
water supplies are used to fulfil the water demands. Water meter is installed to monitor the
consumption of water. Gardening is done through ground water and RO wastewater.
Centralized RO plant is placed on the roof. The wastewater of centralized RO plant is used
for flushing in toilets. There arc 20 plastic tanks and one underground tank for storage of water
around 50,000 litres capacity in the college campus.

SSN College campus has rich flora and fauna. More than 400 trees of 66 different species are
present in the new campus. Besides the open lawns, the campus has botanical garden, herbal
garden and Saghan Vann. Ail the trees are properly labelled and named. Landscape is well
maintained with the regular pruning and cutting of the twigs and hedges. The potted plants
contain al! varieties including succulents, cacti and flowering plants. The campus has variety
of fauna including honeybecs, butterflies, moths, squirrels etc.

All types of waste, biodegradable, and non-biodegradable, is segregated in the college campus
for proper management and disposal. Students are sensitized through various programs such
as cleanliness drives and seminars to aware them about the importance of cleanliness and waste
management. The college has the facility of a composting unit where all biodegradable waste
is collected and processed. Separate bins of different colours are placed in the campus at
various places for collecting the waste. The biodegradable cutlery and refreshment boxes
are used for serving the catables during programs and various events organized in the campus,
Sienboards and guidclines for disposal of different types of solid waste are mentioned p operly
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in the laboratories and other places. Separate bins are designated for collecting the E waste
and recyeling paper. E waste and Paper recyeling is done on regular basis with the
collaboration of NGO. NGO, “Jangruti” has done MOU with the College for recycling the
papers. Serap recyceling is done through inviting quotations on website, Liquid waste from the
lab is carefully collected and dumped in the pits separately. A seplic tank is there in the campus

to collect the waste from labs, toilets and pantrics. Proper guidelines are displayed in labs
for managing the Harmful and hazardous waste.

The Institution is dedicated for creating an all-encompassing and reachable environment that
prioritizes individuals with disabilities. The physical infrastructure incorporates well-
designed ramps for cffortless classroom entry, along with considerately planned
washrooms catering to disabled needs. The campus boasts an extensive assortment of
signage, featuring tactile pathways, illuminating lights, informative displays, and guiding
signposts, collectively enhancing navigation. Furthermore, the Institution has embraced

modern technology, providing various supportive tools and amenities, such as an accessible
website, screen-reading software, and specialized mechanized devices.

The college has active Eco club/Environment society and Garden Committee which

organizes and execute various environmental seminars, awareness programs, competitions,
workshops and plantation drives on regular basis.
